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Among the initiatives aimed at reversing our civilization’s 
downward spiral, the Holotopia initiative stands out by 
facilitating a transformative shift towards a significantly 
improved human and societal condition, which we refer to 
as “whole”. The holotopia paradigm prototype is being 
meticulously designed as a comprehensive toolkit or game 
set, encompassing all the essential components required 
for this transition.

In this workshop, you’ll have the unique opportunity to 
actively participate in its design process.
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At its core, the holotopia paradigm prototype presents a complete 
prototype of a transdisciplinary approach to knowledge—an innovative 
framework that fosters an increasingly profound connection between 
academia and society. This integration enables both sectors to evolve 
towards a new paradigm.

By embracing a transdisciplinary approach, 
the academy gains the capability to cultivate 
knowledge that has a profound impact on ethics 
and politics. This aligns with the visionary 
aspirations of Plato, the academy’s founder.

By replacing “free choice” with informed decision-
making, the transdisciplinary academy empowers 
society to progress towards a holistic condition, 
concretized as the holotopia vision.

What distinguishes a radically improved human 
and societal condition? What actions can we take to 
achieve it? What resources do we have? This module 
will provide an overview of the holotopia paradigm 
prototype.

The interconnected media we navigate daily was 
originally architected by Doug Engelbart to augment 
human intellect—a purpose far more ambitious 
than its current uses suggest. This module will 
delve into the synergy between new media and 
transdisciplinary academic work, drawing on 
concrete prototypes to illustrate the concept.

A wealth of academic research and insights that 
challenge the cultural and societal status quo have 
failed to significantly impact public awareness and 
action. By integrating transdisciplinary science, 
transdisciplinary arts, and new information 
technology, we can empower academic knowledge to 
make the necessary difference.

While practicing almost any profession requires 
certain specific knowledge, politicians and global 
change-makers have not been provided with a 
suitable knowledge base. This module will explore 
the concrete steps we are taking to fulfill holotopia’s 
core mission: to create a knowledge base and an 
information flow that will empower us to guide our 
society and its transformations based on evidence. 

In stark contrast to our understanding of natural 
processes, our comprehension of ourselves—with 
astonishing consistency—contradicts the evidence. 
This module will outline the transdisciplinary 
ontology, epistemology, and methodology that will 
enable us to rectify this misbalance.

World traditions have developed valuable insights 
into our latent abilities. This module will demonstrate 
how the transdisciplinary approach to knowledge 
can lead to a Renaissance-like transformation by 
discussing concrete cases or prototypes.
